Direct Instruction Sequence Scripting Form

The term “Direct Instruction” refers to a pattern of teaching that begins with a presentation of new material by the teacher to a large group of students.  This is followed by a series of practice activities that gradually lead the students to independence.  The direct instruction model consists of five phases of activity:  orientation, presentation, structured practice, guided practice, and independent practice.  The use of this model should be preceded by effective diagnosis of the students’ knowledge or skills to be sure that they have the prerequisite knowledge or skills to achieve high levels of accuracy in the different practice conditions.

•The last phase begins when the S’s have achieved an accuracy level of 75-90% in guided practice.  

•S’s practice on their own without assistance & with delayed feedback.  

•T’s role is to make sure that independent practice work is reviewed soon after completion.
