Workshop Model Scripting Form

The workshop model intends for the students to learn reading and writing skills through much participation amongst themselves and their peers. Unlike just taking notes from a blackboard, in a workshop model, much interaction ensues after a mini lesson on a specific reading or writing strategy. Students either interact with the teacher or among themselves by discussing certain pieces of reading/writing that incorporates the strategy. The students learn from writing their own pieces of literature and reading their own novels that they choose.
